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Overview of the institute

The initial study/planning was funded by EDA.  This Institute is designed to be a regional resource for business, educational institutions, and non profits, with the ability to perform research, deliver economic analysis, connect like minded individuals,  and assist with developing and delivering product and services to the market place. 

The institute will build on the existing strengths of the CSU faculty and students, combined with that of the MCBC network and extensive work with six industry clusters on the ongoing C2 competitive cluster initiative.  The institute also links the Green Coast Innovation Zone and Green Coast Alliance to the CSU campus, building on the combined knowledge and expertise of the region.

The institute is approved by the university in November 2011 and the office suite is open in May.  Grand opening will be in this summer.
